COURSE TITLE:  College Algebra
CREDIT:  3 Semester Hours
COURSE ID for MML: lee96951
PREREQUISITE:  Two years of high school algebra or equivalent

COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This course is a functional approach to algebra that incorporates mathematical modeling of real data, business applications and use of appropriate technology.  Emphasis will be placed on the study of linear, quadratic, piece-wise defined, rational, polynomial, exponential and logarithmic functions.  

COURSE OBJECTIVES and LEARNING OUTCOMES FOR THIS COURSE:

· Students will analyze basic mathematical functions, their graphs and properties.

· Students will apply basic algebraic techniques to equations and inequalities.

· Students will demonstrate the use of appropriate technology in problem solving and graphing.

· Students will apply a mathematical model to a given data set.

MATH 0091:  MATH 0091 is required for any student who made below a “C” in MATH 1111 at Georgia Southern in a previous semester.  Algebra Lab (MATH 0091) provides additional instruction on selected topics from MATH 1111 and is open to all students.  

TEXT:  Students are required to purchase a student access code to MyMathLab.  This gives you access to all course materials including the online textbook, Algebra & Trigonometry (Fourth Edition) by Blitzer.  It is recommended that you NOT purchase a hard copy of the textbook.

ATTENDANCE:   It is required for each student to attend and actively participate in a class meeting every week.  Students missing more than 2 class periods will receive an automatic “F” for the course.   Missing a class period is an absence. There is no distinction between excused and unexcused absences.  Attendance will be taken using sign-in sheets.  It is your responsibility to sign the class roster each class period, failure to do so will result in an absence. Signing the class roster for another individual is not acceptable and is considered academic misconduct, and will be handled accordingly.  If caught, both the student signing the name and the absent student will receive an "F" in the class.  Leaving early without prior permission of the instructor will be treated as an absence.  If you leave early, you must show your ID to the assistant.
CALCULATOR:  TI-83 or TI-84 calculator is required.  The instructor or test monitor reserves the right to check the information stored in the calculator at any time while taking a test.  

EMAIL:  In order for your email to be read and responded to, you must put the course name and your name on the subject line.  For example:  Math 1111 Section D, John Smith

MAKE-UP POLICY:  Without prior consent of the instructor, no late work (homework, quiz, test, or final exam) will be accepted.  No make-ups will be given.
How the Course Works:  This course is designed as a “hybrid” course which means that part of the course is in the classroom and part is online in the program MyMathLab.  Classroom time will primarily be spent as lecture, reviewing the most difficult topics.  It is very important that you bring the handouts for lecture and that you actively participate in class discussion and problem solving.  We will only meet in the classroom for a total of eleven (11) times during the semester.  It is critical that you attend class.

The online portion of the class will be completed in MyMathLab at the web address www.coursecompass.com.  MyMathLab is a Pearson product.  Pearson is the publisher of your textbook and many others.  When you login to MyMathLab, you have access to the electronic textbook, class handouts for lecture, homework assignments, quizzes, and test reviews.  

Material for the course is contained in the first four chapters of the textbook.  For each section, you will have a graded homework assignment and a quiz that must be completed before the due date or “expiration” date and time in MyMathLab.  Please note that homework problems can be attempted until all problems are correct or until the due date has passed.  Each problem has three attempts.  After three incorrect attempts, you must click on “similar problem” to get a new version of that problem to complete.  In order to begin a quiz, you must have a score of at least 80% on the homework for the section.  You only have one attempt on each quiz, so study and be prepared. (On the first 4 quizzes ONLY, you will be given 2 attempts to help you get used to the system.)  You will be allowed to drop four (4) quiz grades and four (4) homework grades at the end of the semester. 
Time working on math shows a strong correlation with success in the course. Therefore, every student is expected to work on homework assignments and quizzes for a minimum of three (3) hours every week.  It is strongly recommended that a portion of those three hours per week be spent in the Math Computer Lab located in the Math/Physics Building, room 3000.  This computer lab is staffed by faculty members and graduate students who are available to help on homework assignments from 9-5 on Monday-Thursday and from 9-2 on Friday.  You will not be given help while taking your quizzes or tests in the Math Computer Lab.

Students may also work on the homework and quizzes from home or other computer labs on campus.  You must have a high-speed internet connection and a web browser such as Internet Explorer or Safari.  MyMathLab requires standard plug-ins. No extensions on due dates are given for failure to complete work from home due to computer or internet problems.

There are four (4) chapter tests and a comprehensive final exam. Test dates are listed on the calendar page of the syllabus. All tests are given in the Math Lab (room 3000 in the Math/Physics building). Tests are multiple choice and are taken in MyMathLab.  You must register for a testing time in GeorgiaView.  Logon to MyGeorgiaSouthern.edu and then choose GeorgiaView.  Select your College Algebra class and click on the test registration icon.  Select a time that does not conflict with your other classes.  If you forget your testing time, simply logon to GeorgiaView again and click on the test registration icon.  You will be able to see which time slot you selected.
Reserving a test time must be completed by the deadlines posted on the calendar page of the syllabus.  Failure to do so will result in points being deducted from your test grade.   After the 5 pm deadline on Monday, you may participate in late registration by going in-person to the Math Lab and signing up for a time.  This will result in a 5-point deduction from your test score.  Registration is subject to availability of computers. 

Arrive on time for your test.  If you arrive late, you may lose your testing slot and will then have to re-register as a late registrant.  Late registrants are penalized, as mentioned in the above paragraph.  Bring your photo ID, calculator, and pencils with you to take your test.  You will not be allowed to take the test without a photo ID. Your calculator memory will be checked.  The Lab will provide you with scratch paper. No other paper is allowed.  Place all belongings on the floor.  Once you have entered the testing area, all review material must be put away.

The comprehensive final exam will also take place in the computer lab and follow the same procedures as a test.

Due to the nature of the course, you may need assistance outside of the classroom lectures.  I encourage you to contact me during office hours or to simply go to the Math Computer Lab during open hours.  There is always someone in the lab to help you during open lab hours.  MyMathLab also has several ways to assist students including the “show me an example” or “help me solve this.”  The best way to contact me is via e-mail, using CourseCompass or bhlee@georgiasouthern.edu.

What steps do I take next?

4) Enter your six-word access code found inside your student access kit, under the tab.
