Course Description:  Covers the fundamental elements of differential and integral calculus of algebraic, logarithmic and exponential functions.  Topics include a brief review of algebraic principles, limits, derivatives and integrals.  Oriented towards applications in business and economics.  Appropriate technology will be incorporated throughout the course.

Course Objectives: The student will demonstrate an understanding of the elementary calculus concepts of limits, derivatives and integration on algebraic, exponential and logarithmic functions.  The student will apply these concepts, with the aid of appropriate technology, to the solving of a variety of problems including real world situations related to business and economics.
Assessment of Course Objectives:  Student achievement will be measured through the use of quizzes (announced and unannounced), homework assignments, three tests, and a comprehensive final exam.  
Grading Policy:
Tests---------------60% Three major tests will be given.  Each test will count 20%. No test grade will be    dropped.  *See attendance policy for grade replacement requirements.
Quizzes/Homework-----------15% Announced and Unannounced Quizzes, and Homework assignments
                                Final Exam-------25% A comprehensive final exam covering all material from the semester will be given.  No exemptions or make-ups will be granted.
Grading scale:  90%-100%  A;   80%-89%  B;   70%-79%  C;   60%-69%  D;   <60%  F

Make-up Policy:  No make-up exams will be given. A student who has advance permission from the instructor to miss a test for a legitimate reason (documented cases of illness, death in the family, or other documented reasons deemed appropriate by the instructor), may substitute the final exam grade for the missing test grade.  Any student who does not take a test at the scheduled time without prior consent of the instructor will receive a grade of zero on that test.  (THIS MEANS THAT YOU MUST TALK TO ME TO GET CONSENT!)  No quiz (announced or unannounced) can be made up.  No late homework will be accepted, for any reason.  
Attendance Policy:  Grades are closely correlated with student attendance and time spent on homework and study.  Students are expected to attend each class meeting.  An attendance sheet will be sent around each day to keep up with your attendance in class.  It is your responsibility to sign the attendance sheet each and every class meeting. Grade Replacement Policy:  Any student who meets ALL the following criteria will be eligible to have their lowest test grade replaced by the final exam grade - provided the final exam grade is higher than the lowest test grade:  

· Student has missed 2 days or less AND 
· Student has maintained an 80 average on Quizzes/homework AND 
· Student has not made below a 65 on more than one test
