It could be that you want 

a political message 


(today’s news—it’s the five year anniversary of Guantanamo Bay Prison



            President Bush wants to expand the troop numbers




List out possible other news topics that you want to address)

A personal message

designing a flyer that could be used by students trying to offload their apartment, or trying to locate a lost animal

A public service announcement 

All kinds of activities happen on this campus…from the film series every Monday night to bands you know about to meetings of the creative writing club.  Find some organization that needs better flyers…or flyers period. 

Self expression: 

imagine that you could post flyers just to see people’s reactions to interesting topics. 

Whatever your topic, once you’ve decided on something, I want you to complete the following;

First,  use your design notebook as a place to “think outloud” about possible directions, possible examples, possible messages.  Work your way through the questions that Wysocki and Lynch provide (particularly in chapters one and two).   Whatever strikes you as important to document, place it in your design notebook.

Second, design a flyer, or a series of flyers that best address your focus.

Third, write up an analysis which is a summary of the purpose, the audience, the text, and your role as designer.  (This should be a formal document that explains your choices for the design or series of designs.)  Look at the design plan pages to get an idea of what you’re explaining.  Writing up a design plan  52, 106 (example)

Each of these elements will be something that we, as a class, use when we give you critique on the document you create.  We will test your documents for you in class and give you feedback to help you improve on your overall product.

When you hand in your final versions, you will either include a hard copy of your relevant design notebook entries, or a link to the blog you have created (with information on which ones to read).  You will hand in the final version of the flyer, along with earlier drafts (print out examples of your work as you make changes) and any comments you received from others.  Finally, you will hand in (on top) your analysis (along with earlier drafts and any comments you received from others below the analysis).
