Title: Looking for Commom Ground: Can Gays and Straights Co-exist?

Proj. Overview: We would like to conduct a series of educational panels on gay issues on campus.  The first would be issues based, in an effort to educate the public on certain issues affecting the GLBT community.  The second panel would consist of students, and its main purpose would be to open a non-contentious dialogue on the campus between GLBT students and their straight peers.

Activities, Outcomes, Strategies: We are proposing to hold a two part panel series, focusing on education about gay rights issues. The first panel will focus mainly on an umbrella of gay, lesbian, and bisexual issues. We will have a panel of college professors who will be speaking about such hot topics as gay marriage, adoption rights, job benefits, and discrimination. We plan on asking several professors from the social sciences and writing departments to serve on the panel. Our second panel will be called “Ask a Gay Guy” which is a spoof off of a skit in the

Chapelle Show, “Ask a Black Guy.” We are going to leave a box in the union where students can ask any question they have ever wanted to ask someone from the gay community. On this panel we will have one gay male, one lesbian, and one bisexual. They will answer the pre-submitted questions to an audience, and we will have a Question & Answer session at the end of it. The Gay- Straight Alliance will sponsor both panels and we will be asking such groups as the Multi-Cultural Student Center and the Student Government Association to help promote these panels.


 The goal of these panels is to educate the campus on issues concerning the gay, lesbian, and bisexual community. Also, to help promote tolerance and  acceptance on campus.

In order to get all of this accomplished, we will be needing to book the rooms, get the professors to be on the panel, make the final decision on who will be on Ask a Gay Guy panel, work out snacks and the question box.
